Afterschool and Aftercare Tuition: Payments for the Afterschool program (Grades 1-8) and Aftercare (N-
K) are in addition to the tuition payments and are billed in arrears, due monthly, at the first of the month.

The 2008-09 fees
for these programs will be $14/day for Aftercare (N-K), $15/day for drop-in Afterschool (Grades 1-8) .
