A Review of the Adult Put Down Diet  
As May Day is behind us, we begin to 
look to the summer and the closing of 
the year. This years closing marks the 
completion of Emersons first year of a 
three-year long process of becoming a 
more socially inclusive community.  
 
Kim Payne tells us that interrupting anti
-social language is the key to preventing 
an escalation into bullying. If we are 
asking the children and teens to change 
their way of acting and speaking we 
must be willing to explore and shift our 
own social behavior. This is the path to 
becoming an authentic adult.  
 
Kim references the Eight Fold Path 
throughout this exercise. The first and 
probably most important path is Right 
Endeavor, which basically asks us to do 
what is doable. 
 
Right Endeavor - Do not attempt what is 
beyond your powers, but also omit noth-
ing for which they seem adequate. Set 
before yourself ideals which coincide 
with the highest ideals of a human be-
ing; for example, the aim of practicing 
such exercises as these in order to be 
able better to help and advise one's fel-
low human beings, if not immediately, 
then later in life. 
 
During this renewing month of May, we 
invite you again to join us in taking 
small steps in this endeavor by partici-
pating in the Put Down Diet, a stepwise 
approach to eliminating put downs.  
 
This exercise has three weekly steps, 
done consecutively over the next three 
weeks.  
 
Week One (May 6-12): For one week 
become very conscious of the put 
downs you use. This includes both ver-
bal and non verbal/body language put 
downs. 

(This step is based on the Buddhist prin-
ciple, Right Speaking: In speech with 
others, say only what has sense and 
meaning. Make your conversation 
thoughtful. Do not be afraid to be silent 
often. Try not to use too many or too 
few words. Try to withhold words that 
may be hurtful and if hurtful words are 
spoken don't be afraid to apologize and 
reframe your words to be more consid-
erate.) 
 
Week Two (May 13-19): For one week 
become very conscious of the put 
downs that form in your feelings and 
thinking. Of course, also stay conscious 
of the verbal and non-verbal put downs. 
Continue to reflect each night.  
 
(This one is based on the aspect of the 
Eight-fold Path known as Right Think-
ing - This involves being able to refrain 
from approving or disapproving judg-
ment and from criticism. In this way 
one arrives at the habit of forming opin-
ions that humanize rather than dehu-
manize.) 
 
Week Three (May 20-26): This week, 
we invite you to become especially con-
scious of the put downs you hear around 
you and try to intercede and shift the 
conversation. You may use any com-
mon sense strategy to attempt this but 
particularly in dealing with children, 
you may wish to try the Disapprove-
Affirm-Discover-Do-Over steps out-
lined below.  
 
(Step Three is based on the principle of 
Right Action: Make your actions as far 
as possible harmonious with your sur-
roundings. Weigh all actions carefully 
so that the eternal may speak through 
them, so that they may be good for the 
whole and for the lasting welfare of oth-
ers.) 
 
 

The DADD Model of Intervention 
View this model as a map to take in and 
guide you in intervening in a way that is 
authentic for you and appropriate to the 
age of the person you are trying to help. 
 
Disapprove - Express clear disapproval 
for the action (e.g., "It makes things 
worse when you say things like that," 
"That can be really hurtful") 
Affirm - Follow up the disapproval right 
away with an affirmation (e.g., "I so 
often see you behave in helpful 
ways...") 
Discover - Ask in an age appropriate 
way... "What's the problem/What's up?" 
or "Is something bothering you?" or 
"What can we do about it?" 
Do-over/Re-phrase - e.g., "Let's work 
out a way to say what you need without 
being hurtful," or "You need to apolo-
gize for the words you used, but then 
you can say what is bothering you or 
what you need." 
 
During the three week period, reflect 
nightly on your progress. Try to do this 
in a self forgiving way that... a) explores 
what it was that was bothering you at 
the time and, b) emphasizes how you 
might do it differently next time. 
 
Finally, it would be great to hear about 
your experiences with this exercise.

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EWS Garden News 
This month in the garden, the third graders prepared a new 
bed by digging up massive amounts of weeds and spreading 
rich compost over the whole bed once the weeds were gone. 
The compost came - in part - from weeks of collecting lunch 
scraps from all of the lower school classrooms before head-
ing down to the garden each Wednesday. There is something 
very magical about discovering that someone’s old apple 
cores and banana peels really, truly can become good rich 
earth to spread in the garden and feed new plants. 
 
Many thanks to Keith Bartholomew who removed the old 
red metal shed from the garden site leaving a lovely, invit-
ing, flat area surrounded on two sides by grape vines and 
shaded by trees - a perfect place for a garden bench or two 
or maybe a picnic table. The third graders will be pondering 
what to do with the space. If anyone has a bench, chairs or 
other garden furniture they would like to donate, please let 
us know! The space is just crying out for someone to sit in it 
and enjoy the garden.  
 
On April 15th local Biodynamic farmer John Lyerly came 
out to help Mr. Trueblood, our 4th grade teacher and 3rd 
grade gardening instructor, and the 3rd grade class to pre-
pare and spray the barrel compost Biodynamic preparation 
over the entire garden area. The children added a small 
handful of the prep - which looks like very rich soil - to a 5 
gallon bucket of water. The idea was to form a clockwise 
vortex for about a minute and then send all of the water 
crashing back on itself to form a counterclockwise vortex 
for about a minute and then switch direction again, repeating 
the process over and over for 20 minutes. Theoretically we 
were supposed to keep as much of the water as possible in-
side the buckets, but as you can see from the picture, theory 

and reality don’t always match! Once everything was mixed 
up, we used hemlock and pine branches to flick the mixture 
over the entire garden, including the compost and empty 
bed. All of the swirling and flicking made for a delightful 
day. Everyone left feeling richer for the experience and I 
have high hopes for the garden too! 
 
We have a surplus of several varieties of tomato plants in 
our greenhouse. Alas, the eggplants and peppers didn’t make 
it, but the tomatoes have come up and grown with great en-
thusiasm and vigor. If you haven’t seen them for sale al-
ready, keep your eye out for them, or call Mary Beth (929-
9791) to find out how to get your very own EWS raised to-
