How Does Your Garden Grow? 
May means planting, weeding and 
more planting and weeding with the 
beginning of some eating and the 
promise of what is to come.  Our  
tomato plant sale went quite well and 
netted $39 for the gardening program - 
enough to cover all of the heirloom 
seeds we will want to buy for next 
year’s planting.
